The Right to the City is the right of all inhabitants to inhabit, use,
occupy, produce, govern and enjoy just, inclusive, safe and sustainable

cities, villages and human settlements, defined as commons essential
to a full and decent life.

The Right to the City is a collective right that highlights the territorial
integrity and interdependence of all internationally recognized civil,
political, economic, social, cultural and environmental rights, as
regulated in international human rights treaties, bringing them the
territorial dimensions and a focus on adequate life standards.
